Length of Term: 

3 years (unless otherwise specified) with a maximum of 9 years as a member of the MGS Board of Directors.

Purpose: 

Shall provide leadership and direction to the Middlesex Genealogical Society.

Duties and Responsibilities:

Shall preside at each meeting of Middlesex Genealogical Society and carry on all other duties connected with the office in accordance with the MGS By-Laws.

Shall have authority to appoint the chairman of each committee from among the membership except as provided and shall announce the chairs of each committee at the first regular meeting of the fiscal year.

Shall be a non-voting ex officio member of all committees except the Nominating Committee (MGS By-Laws, Article VII, Section 1). 

Shall prepare and distribute an agenda for each Board of Directors meeting at least one day prior to the meeting, preferably by e-mail.

At the request of the President, or in case of the President’s absence or inability to act, the duties of the President shall be performed by and in order of 1) the Vice President, 2) the Treasurer, and 3) the Secretary, who when so acting shall have all the authority of and be subject to all the restrictions on the President.

Shall be designated as a signatory to MGS’s banking and investment accounts and shall have authority to effect payments or withdrawals from the MGS’s checking account.

Provide leadership to the Board of Directors, who set the Society’s policies and procedures.

Checks with the Treasurer to make sure that the Society maintains the memberships  and operates within its budget.

Evaluates the Society’s performance in achieving its vision, mission and service.

Recommends temporary replacements for a vacancy in any elected office and brings the recommendation to the Board for approval. 

Writes the “President’s Message” for each issue of the Society newsletter according to requirements of the Newsletter’s Editor.

Represents for the Society in press, public or printed forums. The President is the main representative of the Society to the general public, but may appoint an appropriate representative to act in behalf of the Society.

Shall attend all Board. Program, and Special meetings of Middlesex Genealogical Society. If unable to attend, shall notify the Secretary. Three (3) consecutive unexcused absences by a director shall constitute an automatic dismissal of such director from the Board.

The President may, from time to time, appoint chairpersons and/or members to ad-hoc committees. These committees are usually organized to perform a single, specific function, after which they are disbanded. No action of the Board of Directors is required for these committees unless funding is required.
