Duties and Responsibilities:

· Shall act as Chairman of the Program and Publicity Committees to provide interesting and educational programs to the membership, and to publicize the activities of this organization. (See Program Committee and Publicity Committee Descriptions)

· Meet with President regularly to discuss issues concerning the organization.

· Play an active role in coordinating program, promotional, fundraising and organizational activities to act in supportive and coherent manner.

· Monitor the integrity of the board’s governance.

· Shall attend all Board. Program, and Special meetings of Middlesex Genealogical Society. If unable to attend, shall notify the Secretary. Three (3) consecutive unexcused absences by a director shall constitute an automatic dismissal of such director from the Board.
